The role of the student host is one of the most critical in the recruiting process.  The relationship between the visiting prospective student-athlete and the host has been a major deciding factor for most recruits.  Please remember that you are a representative of our athletic department.  Your actions should reflect positively on the athletic department and Mercer University.  You have a responsibility to understand and abide by NCAA (13.7.5.4) and institutional regulations.  Please carefully read the following rules:

1. Only one student-athlete can serve as an official host.  The host must be an enrolled student of Mercer University.

2. A maximum of $30 for each day of the visit may be provided to cover all actual costs of entertaining yourself, the prospect (and the prospect’s parents, legal guardians or spouse), excluding the cost of meals and admission to campus athletic events.  These funds may not be used for the purchase of souvenirs such as T-shirts or other institutional mementos.  You may not arrange for the recruit to receive a discount on merchandise at any place of business.  It is permissible to provide the student host with an additional $15 per day for each additional prospect the host entertains.

3. If a prospect is entertained off-campus because Mercer’s facilities are closed or unavailable, then such entertainment must occur within a 30-mile radius of our campus.

4. NEVER GIVE A RECRUIT CASH!  NEVER allow the recruit to use or drive your car.  Host cannot borrow a coach’s car (or that of any Mercer representative) to provide transportation for the prospective student-athlete.

5. All receipts must be saved for any entertainment expenses and be immediately turned in to the coach upon completion of the visit.  Payment for gasoline will be made only for that used to entertain or transport the recruit.

6. A visiting prospect may engage in recreational or workout activities as long as a coach is not present during such activities.
